¢ | will exhibit agency core values of Respect, Integrity, Teamwork and
Accountability while engaging in Riverside programs.

¢ | will respect the dignity of all.

¢ | will act in ways that bring respect to me, Riverside staff, volunteers and
my peers.

o | will practice good sportsmanship.

o | will not use bad language.

¢ | will not swear or insult other people.

¢ | will not fight with anyone.

¢ | will not attempt to intimidate, manipulate, harass or fight with others.

¢ | will not make inappropriate or unwanted physical, verbal or sexual

advances toward others.

¢ | will not misuse or attempt to damage Riverside property or
equipment.

¢ | will display appropriate behaviors at all times.

¢ | will not have a firearm, knife or other dangerous object on my person.

¢ | will report any illegal or unethical behavior observed during a program
to Riverside staff.

o | will hold myself accountable for my actions.

¢ | will not willfully interfere with, disrupt or prevent the orderly conduct
of any supervised program being conducted by Riverside staff or
volunteers.

¢ | will obey all laws and Riverside and Special Olympics rules.

Those who fail to follow the Code of Conduct while attending a Riverside
event will be subject to disciplinary action, which could include: verbal
warning, written warning, immediate ejection and/or suspension based on
the severity of the offense.
